Dear friends in Christ, 

 

Many of you mentioned how much you appreciated the daily devotions that were offered throughout the Len-

ten Season as a part of our Beacon at the Crossroads Capital Campaign a couple of years back.  Knowing that, 

your pastors in Christ have determined that we will provide devotions for you for each Lenten weekday begin-

ning on Ash Wed., March 1, and continuing until Holy Week, April 7.  

 

The devotions will be based upon the appointed Gospel for the week prior.  Hereôs a list of those: 

 

Mt. 6:1-6, 16-21   

Mt. 4:1-11 

JN. 3:1-17 

JN. 5:5-26 

JN. 9:1-41 

JN. 11:1-45 

 

We suggest that you take some time to read the Gospel for the upcoming week after Church on Sunday as a 

part of your devotion for the upcoming week (You will hear the Matthew reading when you come to Church 

on Ash Wed.)  Throughout the week, make a prayer list based on the reading and your devotions and then set 

aside some time on Saturday for prayer.  During Holy Week, we would suggest that you read the Passion Ac-

counts from Mark, Luke and John on Monday through Wednesday to prepare for the Maundy Thursday and 

Good Friday Services.  The Good Friday midday service will feature a reading of the St. Matthew Passion.   

 

Of course we will follow our custom of reading through the Passion of our Lord as found in the four Gospels 

during our Lenten Midweeks.  The Meditation offered at each midweek will be based upon that reading.  

Please remember that our Midweek times are Wed. at 11:00 AM and 7:00 PM.  We will offer a Bible Study 

prior to the 11:00 AM service and a Soup Supper prior to the Evening Service.  The orders of service used 

will be Matins and Evening Prayer respectively.   

 

Pastor Hartman and I are very excited to lead you on a journey this Lent, one that follows Jesus to the Cross 

and on past it to the empty tomb.  We are confident that your faith will be fed as you come on this journey 

particularly the more that you are engaged by Godôs word through all of the opportunities we are providing.
